Keyboard Shortcuts: (all using the 3 Command / Control key)

Transformations: Edit > Transform -or- Free Transform (38 T)

scale, rotate, skew, distort, perspective, warp, flip
Layers: Adding, deleting, locking, duplicating, linking, and rearranging
Opacity: Adjusting transparency for each layer in the Layers Panel
Duplicating: Drag a COPY of an image / object: (Option /Alt + drag)
Colorizing: Image > Adjustments > Hue / Saturation > [V] Colorize
Snapping: View > Snap OFF (unchecked)
Liquify: Filter > Liquify
